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A-Government

The flag colors represent: Green with a large yellow diamond in the center bearing a blue celestial globe with 27 white five-pointed stars arranged in the same pattern as the night sky over Brazil; the globe has a white equatorial band with the motto ORDEM E PROGRESSO (Order and Progress).
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          B-Geography
Brazil is in South America.  It’s Bordering the Atlantic Ocean.  The temperature of Brazil is mostly tropical and in the South it’s temperate. In 1990 there were 3.9 million kids in preschool, 29.4 million kids in Elementary, 3.7 million kids in Middle School and finally 1.7 million Teenagers in universities.  The languages they speak are Portuguese, Spanish, French, English and a little of Arabic.  Brazil is part of Latin American.  When American people hear “Latin American” they think of Brazil and other countries such as Mexico, Porto Rico and Cuba and Salvador. The Brazilian Educational System is divided into three levels: the first is for advanced people, the second is for normal people and the third is for people who need help (in schools).
D-Culture
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 Brazil shares qualities with Argentina, Colombia and Mexico. Brazil is mostly covered with forests. 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F-Food

G-Weather

H-Natural Resources

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History
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The Portuguese were the first European people to arrive in the area, led by Pedro Cabral, who began the colonial period in 1500 AD. The Portuguese apparently found native Indians around seven million. Most tribes were wandering, with only limited agriculture, although villages often had as many as 5000 inhabitants. Cultural life appears to have been richly developed; the few remaining traces of Brazil's Indian tribes reveal little of their lifestyle, unlike the evidence from other Andean tribes. Today, fewer than 200,000 of Brazil's native people survive, most of who inhabit the jungle areas. In 1889 AD there was second emperor, he’s name was Dom Pedro II. In 1815AD Brazil and Portugal made a peace agreement. They had a war against Argentina.
Economy
Some of the Agriculture products they have (Brazil) are coffee, soybeans, wheat, rice, corn, sugarcane, cocoa, citrus and beef.  The total amount of money the oil company gets is 1.788 million per day.  The total amount they get from exports is $61 billion.  3 real equals to 1 US dollar. In Brazil in exchange of one gold is equal to $52.94 billion dollars.  The trading partners of Brazil are US, Argentina, Germany, China, Nigeria and Japan.  The currency there is real.  They get $95 billion from exports.  They Export Electricity a lot and they get $8 million.   

Historic places/ Tourist attractions
Some of the Tourist Attractions and Historic Places in Brazil are Rio de Janeiro, the city itself is also being one of the worlds Tourist Attractions, a city that is surrounded by green trees and lakes, and covered by rainforests.  Some cities are covered with trees or surrounded by trees, but there is only one city that is covered by rainforests.  One of the most famous beaches in Brazil is Copacabana, this beautiful beach is very beautiful and the wind always passes through you, from the beach you can see the mountains that are very beautiful and you can see a city in the mountains.  These are some Tourist Attractions in Brazil: Sugarloaf, which is a green, weird peak going up over Rio de Janeiro, Sugar Loaf is a nice place for a bird's eye view of Rio de Janeiro, from Copacabana beach to Corcovado Mountain, also the Rio de Janeiro sunset (which is very beautiful).  Marcana is a stadium is Brazil's temple of soccer, home of the best football team on the world. It's a giant among coliseums, easily helpful for more than 100,000 at a time. If sports interest you even the littlest bit(mostly for girls), or if you just are a new visitor to Brazil, then you must check out a game of football (soccer) here, maybe a championship game between local rivals Flamingo, Vasco, Fluminense or Botafogo  (soccer teams).  Jardin Botanico, it’s the 340 meter garden, one of Rio's most outstanding natural attractions, contains more than 5,000 species of tropical and subtropical plants and trees, including 900 types of palms. The garden makes for a marvelous afternoon breathe a hot day, when the temperature here is usually a good colder than it is on the street (nice place to of air especially on hang out with friends or families).  Cristo Resentor, it was placed at a top of the 2,300-ft peak of Corcovado mountain ( a famous mountain) in 1931, this figure, a statue of Christ with his arms apart, the city has been one of the most famous symbols of Rio.
