On the 16 of December 1838 more than 10000 Zulu warriors attach a Dutch fort. 3000 Zulu warriors died in the Battle. But the still won the Battle. After 3 days. The river is clad blood river because they threw all the dead bodies in side the river so the river was full of blood.
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The Anglo-Boer War:
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The Boer war lasted for 3 years. On the side of the Africans there were 52,000 soldiers and on the British side were 450,000 soldiers. The first few months the Africans were wining the war. But then suddenly the British came to the lead on May the 13 1900 South Africa was controlled by the British. Shortly afterwards Johannesburg and Pretoria fell, and on the 1st of September, Transvaal was annexed as a British colony. Then a small war happened and between British and some south African troops. So the British burned down houses and the women and children how lived there just were left behind and died from hunger or some disease in total 27,000 African women and children died. On the 31st of May 1902, a peace contract was signed. Both Boer Republics became British Crown Colonies.
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The Apartheid Era:

In South Africa the black People were treaded very bade. The black were not allowed to go on toilets were it said only Wight people other ways they will get shoot. Or if a black guy killed a Wight person person than the black one will get killed but if a Wight guy killed 5 black people they don’t even have to pay a cent. The black were not allowed to eat in a restaurant were a Wight person is eating. 

After World wore 2 the black people went on a huge strike so then the Wight government got nervous so then in 1948. They elected a new government so all the Black people were free again. So then in 1990 they got a government with mostly black people.

Economy
The GDP of South Africa is $491.4 billion (estimated in 2004). The GDP per capita is $11,100 (estimated in 2004). The agriculture of South Africa is 3.6% and the industry is 31.2% and the service is 65.2%. The lowest house hold income is 1.1% and the highest is 45.9%. The Agriculture products are corn, wheat, sugarcane, fruits, vegetables; beef, poultry, mutton, wool, dairy products. The Industrial production growth rate is 5.5% (est. in 2004). The electricity production per year is 202.6 billion kWh. The electricity used each year is 189.4 billion kWh. The electricity exports is 6.95 billion kWh. The oil production per day is 196,200 bbl. The Natural gas production is 1.8 billion cu m. South Africa exports gold, diamonds, platinum, other metals and minerals, machinery and equipment. There export partners are US 10.2%, UK 9.2%, Japan 9%, Germany 7.1%, Netherlands 4%. Imports are $39.42 billion f.o.b. like machinery and equipment, chemicals, petroleum products, scientific instruments, foodstuffs. There import partners are Germany 14.2%, US 8.5%, China 7.5%, Japan 6.9%, UK 6.9%, France 6%, Saudi Arabia 5.6%, Iran 5%.
Historical places and Tourist Attraction  
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The Kruger National park opened in 1898 to protect the wildlife of the South African Lowveld, this national park of nearly 2 million hectares. Kruger Park is mainly a self-drive destination with the infrastructure of roads, waterholes, hides, picnic sites and rest camps spread through the park. There are 12 main rest camps and 8 of them have beds. 
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The Pilanesberg National park is a national park in the crater of a Volcano. The Volcano erupted 1300 million years ago. It is also a unique volcano because of its rare rocks. The volcano shows the earliest men because of the pictures and the marks in the stone. The park is 580 sq km. the park is home for healthy lions, leopards, black and weight rhinos, elephants, and buffalos they also call those animals African big 5. there are also many rare tips of animals like the brown Hyena, fleet-footed cheetah , the majestic sable, as well as giraffe, zebra, hippo and crocodile, to mention but a few. 

The birdlife there are more than 300 bird life. Most of them are permantly there and others are there just for some months. Some of them are Vegetarians and others are meet eaters.
The Honoured dead Memorial This memorial commemorates those who lost their lives defending Kimberley during the 124 day siege of Kimberley at the start of the 1899 - 1902 Anglo Boer War. "Long Cecil", the gun named an fter Rhodes and built in the De Beers Workshops during the siege, stands on the stylobate of the monument.
The Big Hole was originally a little kopje in 1871 where a diamond was found. As people heard about it they came to stake their claim. Today the Big Hole is part of a Museum that receives many thousands of visitors each year. There is a gift shop and a tea room at the museum.
